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VAN WERT COUNTY AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY CONSTITUTION

Article |
This society shall be known as the Van Wert County Agricultural
Society.

Article Il
The object of this society shall be to illustrate our wealth of
thought, to be a school of progress for better acquaintance of our
citizenship, and for the general advancement and pleasant
entertainment of the general public.

Article 111
Members of this society must be residents of the county, be 18
years of age or older, must purchase a membership certificate, and
may vote for the directors of this society at the annual election of
directors of this society. Membership certificates shall bear the day
and year the membership begins and terminates, the name of the
society, a space for the signature of said member, and spaces for
county and non-county residents. Membership certificates shall
also serve as an individual admission to the annual exhibition of the
society as stated on the certificate. Anyone between the ages of 9
and 17 may purchase a membership certificate but has no voting
privileges.

Article IV
This society shall consist of fifteen (15) Directors; one (1) from each
of the twelve (12) townships in the county, but not a resident of the
villages of said townships, two (2) from within the corporation
limits of the City of Van Wert, residents of which may not run for
Director of townships within the city limits and (1) Director to
represent all the incorporated villages of the county and residents
of the City of Delphos who reside in Van Wert County. When a
resident of the township, village or city does not seek re-election or
no one runs for Director of the township, village or city, the Van
Wert County Fair Board may appoint a Director-At-Large to
represent the township, village or city where a vacancy is declared
until the next election of Directors which is held at the Fair each
year. If no one runs for that particular area, the Director-At-Large
may be reappointed. When the term for the township, village or
city becomes a full three year term and no one declares for the said
Directorship of the township, village or city by Friday at 5:00pm
before the first day of the Van Wert County Fair, any member of
the Society may take a petition to run for the position of Director-
At-Large for the said township, village or city for the full three year
term. An individual may only run for one Directorship position per
year. The position will be voted on by the Fair membership at the
election of Directors that is held each year during the Fair between
the hours of 11:00am and 7:00pm the last full day of the Fair. One
third (1/3) of the Directors will be elected each year for a three (3)
year term. Only bonafide members of the Society are entitled to
vote. This elected Director and any other newly elected Directors
will assume the duties of their position at the Annual Meeting of
the membership to be held on the second Saturday in November
following their election.

The Board of Directors shall elect, by ballot, a President, Vice
President, Secretary and Treasurer, who shall hold office for one (1)
year, and until their successors are duly elected. The President and
Vice President shall be Directors and the Secretary and Treasurer
may be Directors.
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Article V
A) This society may pay each director of the society, other than an
ex-officio director, an amount not to exceed the limit per meeting,
plus mileage from the director's residence to and from the meeting
place of the Board of Directors, as set by the Ohio State
Department of Agriculture for attending up to twelve (12) meetings
of said Board each calendar year and said compensation shall be set
at the annual meeting for the following year.

B) The Board of Directors of this society may pay the actual
expenses of any director and any duly authorized guest or
representative of the board, who attends the annual meeting of the
society, the annual convention of the Ohio Fair Managers
Association district or regional meetings of the Ohio Fair Managers
Association, the annual meeting of agricultural societies required by
Section 901.06 of the Ohio Revised Code, and any other event
designated by the board, if said board determines that attendance
by the director or guest representative at the meeting or event is
directly beneficial to the society and records such determination
and authority for such payment in the minutes of any regular or
special meeting of the board.

C) This agricultural society may:

1) During the week of its fair, purchase meals for the directors
and officers of the society, and for other individuals designated
by the Board of Directors at a regular meeting of the Board.

2) Compensate such directors and officers for meals
purchased by said directors and officers.

D) The treasurer, secretary, and fair manager may be members of
the Board of Directors of this society. The Board of Directors may
compensate such board members for their service in addition to
the compensation permitted by sections (A), (B), and (C) of this
regulation, unless:

E) This society shall not employ and compensate any member of
the Board of Directors, other than the treasurer, secretary or fair
manager, of the society for services other than those specified in
section (A), (B), and (C) of this regulation unless:

1) The minutes of a regular or special meeting of the Board of
Directors record authorization for such employment.

F) This society shall not pay any funds or deliver any property of the
society to, or for the individual benefit of, any member of the Board
of Directors or any other person as a share, gift, or dividend. The

terms “share", "gift", and "dividend" as used in this regulation do

not mean awards that are advertised in the annual premium list of
a fair held by this society.

Article VI
Section 1. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all
meetings of the society and of the Board. He shall have power to
call special meetings of the Board whenever in his judgment
necessary, or at the request of three (3) or more members thereof.
He shall see that all Bylaws and Regulations of the Society are duly
enforced, and exercise a general superintendence of the same. He
shall be custodian of the Secretary and Treasurer's bonds and shall
perform such other duties as pertain to that office.
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Section 2. It shall be the duty of the Vice President to perform all
the duties pertaining to the office of President during the absence,
resignation, or disability of the President.

Section 3. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep a record of
the proceeds of the Board, to issue certificates of membership to
members of the society, and keep a record of their names and
addresses. He shall record all entries for premiums, receive all
monies due the society, except for tickets sold by the Treasurer and
pay the same to the Treasurer. He shall issue orders on the
Treasurer for all monies expended and shall keep an accurate
statement of all receipts and expenditures, must make a report
annually to the Board of Directors and to the State Board as
required by the rules and shall perform such other duties as are
required by law and usage. He shall receive for his services such
compensation, as the Board of Directors shall deem proper. Before
entering upon the duties of this office, the Secretary shall give
bond, amount of the security subject to the approval of the Board
of Directors, for the faithful performance of his official duties.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to receive from the
Secretary all monies belonging to the Society, also all monies for
tickets sold during the annual exhibition of the Society, to pay all
orders drawn upon him by the Secretary, to make settlements at
close of Fair with Auditing Committee for all unsold tickets and shall
perform all other requirements according to the Constitution Rules
and Regulations of the Board of Directors. He shall receive such
compensation for his service as the Board of Directors may allow.
Before entering upon his duties he shall give a bond in amount and
security acceptable to the Board of Directors conditional for the
faithful discharge of the duties of his office.

Article VII
The officers shall consist of a Board of Directors for the general
management of the Society. A majority of the members of the
Board shall constitute a quorum to transact business and the
President shall appoint from the Board of Directors a committee,
whose duty shall be to represent the Board in case of emergency,
when not in session.

Article VIII
The President shall appoint three (3) Directors as Auditing
Committee whose duties shall be to invoice the admission and
grandstand tickets to the Treasurer and to take his receipt
therefore and after the close of the Fair the Treasurer shall make
settlement with said committee for tickets sold. At the close of the
year's business said committee shall audit the Secretary and
Treasurer's books and report the results of its findings to the Board.

Article IX
All articles offered for premiums must be owned or produced by
the persons offering the same, or by the minor members of their
families, and products of the soil must be produced in Van Wert
County or adjoining counties.

Article X
A list of articles for which premiums are offered by the society shall
be published in a premium book, newspaper, or handbills at least
one (1) month prior to the exhibition.
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Article XI
The Awarding Committee, of one or more persons each, shall be
appointed by the Board of Directors to examine the different
classes of articles offered in competition and award premiums.

Article XII
A report shall annually be made out and forwarded by the
President and Secretary to the State Agricultural Society embracing:
first, a copy of the printed list of premiums offered and awarded by
the Society, together with an abstract of the Treasurer's report as
required by law to be published; second, the statements of
competitors, for premiums on crops and other improvements,
detailing the mode of tillage and other purposes of improving;
third, a general account of the proceedings of the Society, the
number of its members and prospects of its progress and
improvement; fourth, a statement of the principal crops raised in
the county, the average yield per acre, the striking characteristics of
the previous seasons, the names of destructive insects that may
have injured crops, and other such facts as will tend to give a full
view of the state of agriculture in this county.

Article XIII
Any officer, director, or manager who shall absent himself from
three (3) successive meetings, unless such absence shall be
satisfactorily accounted for, a vacancy may be declared and the
Board appoint a person to fill his place.

Article XIV
Amendments may be made to this Constitution or Bylaws by
majority vote of the membership voting at the Annual Meeting of
the membership of the Society. Amendments to this Constitution or
Bylaws may be proposed by:

A) A majority of the Board of Directors at a scheduled meeting
voting in favor of placing an amendment on the ballot; or

B) Filing a petition with the Secretary of the Society at least
fourteen (14) days prior to the Annual Meeting of the membership
of the Society. Said petition must set forth the proposed
amendment and be signed by not less than 25 members of the
Society.

Article XV
The Annual exhibition shall be held at the Fairgrounds at some
period between the 20th day of August and the 1st of November,
and the premiums on crops shall be awarded on or before the
second Saturday of each November.

Article XVI
The Van Wert County Agricultural Society or any of its members or
representatives shall not be liable or held responsible for any
accident, injury, death, damage, iliness, or any other casualty that
may occur on the fairgrounds to any exhibit, concession, entry,
individual, group, general public, vehicle, or property at any time
during any year. This shall include all renters of space, buildings,
grounds, for any purpose during the year.

Article XVII
There shall be no alcoholic beverages sold, or permitted to be sold
or otherwise dispensed on the premises of the Society during the
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time that the Van Wert County Fair is in operation. The provisions
of this Article may be amended or revoked only by the express
affirmative vote of at least seventy-five percent (75%) of the
members of the Society.

VAN WERT COUNTY AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY BYLAWS

Entries:
Section 1. All entries must be made in the name of the bona fide
owner.

Section 2. Exhibitors must purchase a membership certificate
before entries will be accepted.

Section 3. Persons from outside Van Wert County will be allowed to
compete for premiums, except as otherwise specified, by
purchasing a membership certificate, which will be an exhibitor's
ticket for non-county residents.

Section 4. No stock shall be entered but for one (1) premium,
except in matched teams, pens, sweepstakes, herd, produce of
dam, Get of Sire, Flocks, etc, and no entry shall be changed on the
day of exhibition, unless the Secretary shall be satisfied that the
original entry was made by mistake.

Section 5. Any person making an entry in any class in the name of
any other, except the bona fide owner, forfeits all premiums
awarded to such person at this fair.

Section 6. Entries may be made through the mail, by sending the
Secretary a list of articles or stock to be exhibited, accompanied by
the membership certificate or exhibitor ticket number and entry
fee. Entry cards will be held in readiness to be delivered to
exhibitors when the stock or article is placed on exhibition.

Section 7. No bull shall be allowed to come on the fairgrounds
unless ropes or chains or other safe fastenings properly secure him.
All other stock must be properly enclosed in pens or stalls and not
allowed to run on the fairgrounds. All steers must be de-horned
and broke to lead from a safety point of view.

Section 8. Horses must not be hitched to trees or bushes on the
fairgrounds.

Section 9. The Board will take every precaution in its power for the
safe preservation of stock and articles on exhibition after their
arrival and arrangement upon the grounds, but will not be
responsible for any loss or damage that may occur. Exhibitors are
required to give attention to their articles, and at the close of the
fair tend to their removal.

Section 10. The officers will use diligence to avoid accidents and
afford protection and will demand the utmost care and attention in
the operation of concessions affording amusement, etc, during the
fair, but the society will not be liable for any damage by accident or
injury that may unfortunately occur to any person or for loss of any
property.
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Section 11. Any protest against the payment of any awarded
premiums must be filed in writing by 12 o'clock noon of the last day
of the fair with the exception of the Speed Department, where the
protest must be made within 30 minutes after Judges’ decision.
Each protest must be accompanied by a deposit of $25.00 which
will be returned if protest is withdrawn or sustained, and shall be
heard and decided by the board, and all premiums not called for by
the first day of January after the award will be considered donated
to the society.

Section 12. No stock of any kind will be allowed in the ring while the
stock is exhibiting, except those entered for premiums.

Section 13. No entries shall be made or premiums awarded to
anything exhibited not mentioned in the premium list unless
authorized by a majority of the members of the Board in session.

Section 14. A judge selected by the Board of Directors will award
premiums in each department.

Section 15. Misrepresentation as to breeding and irregularity in
showing will be exposed and any premiums won by such exhibitor
will be withheld.

Section 16. If receipts are grossly inadequate or insufficient to pay
the expenses and premiums in full, the directors shall pro-rate the
payment of premiums, but the amount of premiums paid shall not
be less than fifty percent of the amount awarded.

Election of Directors:
Section 17. A committee of three (3), appointed by the President,
shall prepare the ballot with names of candidates for directors. Said
committee shall be composed of directors, representative residents
of any township, village, or city, for which a director is to be
elected, possessor of a membership certificate, have a name placed
on the ticket by presenting same to the Secretary by 6:00pm,
Tuesday, August 30, 2011, the day before the fair begins.

Only regularly nominated candidates, who have met the filing
requirements, will be eligible for election as a director.

A director seeking re-election, a member seeking election as a
director, or a person assisting a candidate for election/re-election
may not use the society funds, facilities, or employees to:
A) Promote the candidacy of any person who seeks
election/re-election to the Board of Directors of the
Society, or
B) Solicit during the election process on the behalf of any
candidate for election/re-election, or
C) Influence the votes of members upon any amendment to
the Constitution or Bylaws of the Society.

Superintendent of Gates and Gatemen:
Section 18. The President shall appoint each year two (2) members
of the Board of Directors whose duty it shall be to select
gatekeepers and have supervision of the same, subject to the
advice of the President or direct orders of the Board of Directors.



2011 INSPECTION AND HEALTH REQUIREMENTS OF LIVESTOCK EXHIBITED IN OHIO

NOTE: Chapter 901:1-18 of the Administrative Code was filed
pursuant to Chapter 119 of the Revised Code.

901:1-18-01 Chapter's application.
901:1-18-02 Definitions.

901:1-18-03 Exhibitions: sanitation, inspection and records.
901:1-18-04 Exhibitors.

901:1-18-05 Poultry and fowl.
901:1-18-06 Cattle.

901:1-18-07 Goats.

901:1-18-08 Horses, mules and ponies.
901:1-18-09 Sheep.

901:1-18-10 Swine.

901:1-18-11 Llama.

901:1-18-01 Chapter's application.

(A) Animals listed in this chapter when moved or imported into Ohio for
exhibition purposes only shall comply with the requirements of this
chapter and when in compliance with the provisions of this chapter
shall, with the exception of rules governing movement and importation
of quarantined animals, be exempt from any other rules governing
movement within or importation into Ohio.

(B) Animals moved within or imported into Ohio for any purpose in
addition to exhibition shall meet all movement and import
requirements of Chapter 901:1-17 of the Administrative Code.

901:1-18-02 Definitions.

As used in this chapter:

(A) "Exhibition" means any public show of animals which is sponsored
by or under the control of an Ohio county or independent agricultural
society organized under Chapter 1711. of the Revised Code; or the Ohio
state fair; or which is assembled for a period which exceeds thirty-six
hours or contains animals of origins other than Ohio.

(B) "Certificate of veterinary inspection" means a form from the state
of origin which has been issued and completed by a licensed and
accredited veterinarian attesting to the health status and identification
of an animal listed thereon.

C) "Approved veterinarian" means any licensed and accredited
veterinarian approved by the Ohio department of agriculture, or an
employee of the Ohio department of agriculture or the United States
department of agriculture, animal plant health inspection service,
veterinary services.

(D) "Licensed and accredited veterinarian" means a person who is
licensed by the state of Ohio to practice veterinary medicine and who is
certified by the United States department of agriculture, animal plant
health inspection service, veterinary services, to be an accredited
veterinarian.

(E) "Residue" means any poisonous or deleterious pesticide governed
by 40 C.F.R. 180, any poisonous or deleterious substance governed by
21 C.F.R. 109.6, or any other substance governed by 21 C.F.R. 556.

(F) "Contagious or infectious disease" means any disease, including any
foreign animal disease, or vector, capable of transmission by any means
from a carrier animal to a human or to another animal and includes
dangerously contagious or infectious diseases.

(G) "Tuberculosis accredited free herd" is one that has passed at least
two consecutive annual negative official tests for tuberculosis in
accordance with the "Uniform Methods and Rules - Bovine Tuberculosis
Eradication", and has no other evidence of bovine tuberculosis.

901:1-18-03 Exhibitions: sanitation, inspection and records.

(A) Each entity sponsoring an exhibition shall have in attendance an
approved veterinarian for the duration of the exhibit.

(B) Each entity sponsoring an exhibition shall:
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(1) Immediately, prior to an exhibition and under the direction of
the approved veterinarian, thoroughly clean and disinfect each
building, pen, stall, ring or other enclosure in which animals are
to be quartered for exhibition;
(2) Have the approved veterinarian:
(a) Examine the certificate of veterinary inspection when
required for an animal brought to the exhibition;
(b) Inspect within a reasonable time of arrival each animal
brought to the exhibit for symptoms of any infectious or
contagious diseases;
(c) Daily inspect each animal present at the exhibition for
symptoms of infectious or contagious disease.
(3) Maintain a record for one year from the date of the exhibition
of each animal present at the exhibit. The record shall contain the
name and address of the owner of each animal and the species
and breed of the animal.
(4) May order the immediate removal of any animal which in the
opinion of the approved veterinarian places other animals at
unacceptable risk of disease.
(C) An exemption from the requirements of paragraph (B)(1) of this rule
may be requested from the department and will be granted when, in
the judgment of the department, cleaning and disinfection will serve no
purpose. By way of example only, cleaning and disinfection will
generally serve no purpose in a newly constructed building that has
never been occupied.

901:1-18-04 Exhibitors.

(A) No person shall present for exhibition or exhibit an animal which he
knows or has reason to suspect is affected with or has been exposed to
a dangerously contagious or infectious disease or residue.

(B) The owner or bailee of an animal with symptoms of an infectious or
contagious disease shall, when directed by an exhibition official, the
approved veterinarian, or an employee of the Ohio department of
agriculture, immediately remove the animal from the exhibition
premises.

(C) Upon request, each person who presents for exhibition or exhibits
an animal, shall make available any certificate of veterinary inspection,
registration certificates, vaccination certificate, and other documents to
exhibition officials, the approved veterinarian or an employee of the
Ohio department of agriculture.

(D) Each person who presents for exhibition or exhibits an animal for
which a certificate of veterinary inspection is required by rules 901:1-
18-01 to 901:1-18-11 of the

Administrative Code shall forward a copy of the certificate of veterinary
inspection to the Ohio department of agriculture's division of animal
industry.

901:1-18-05 Poultry and fowl.
(A) All turkeys, chickens and gamebirds moved within or imported into
Ohio for exhibition must:
(1) Originate directly from a flock or hatchery which is a
participant in the national poultry improvement plan for the
eradication of disease and be accompanied by
documentary evidence that they meet the requirements of this
paragraph; or
(2) Originate directly from a flock which has had a negative test
for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease within twelve months
preceding the opening date of exhibition and be accompanied by
documentary evidence that they meet the requirement of this
paragraph; or
(3) Have had a negative test for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease,
within ninety days, preceding the opening date of the exhibition
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and be accompanied by documentary evidence that they meet
the requirement of this paragraph; or
(4) Be tested for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease upon arrival at
the exhibition by a tester approved by the Ohio department of
agriculture and found negative.
(B) The rapid whole blood test shall not be used to test turkeys for
compliance with the requirements of paragraph (A)(2),(A)(3) and (A)(4)
of this rule.
(C) Waterfowl, doves and pigeons are exempt from this rule.

901:1-18-06 Cattle.

(A) Cattle moved within Ohio for exhibition:
(1) The animals presented for exhibition must show no symptoms
or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease.

(B) All cattle imported into Ohio for exhibition must:
(1) Be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the
exhibition;
(2) Originate from a tuberculosis-accredited free herd, an
accredited free state or zone, or a modified accredited advanced
state or zone;
(3) If originate from a modified accredited state or zone must
comply with rule 901:1-17-03 of the Administrative Code;
(4) If originate from an accreditation preparatory or a non-
accredited state or zone are prohibited from exhibition;
(5) If from a brucellosis class A state or area/zone must be
negative to an official brucellosis test within thirty days of the
opening date of the exhibition unless: they are under six months
of age, steers, or official vaccinates under twenty months of age
(dairy) or twenty-four months of age (beef); and
(6) If from a brucellosis class B or C state or area/zone must meet
all requirements for pre-entry testing as specified in 9 C.F.R. 78.9
and obtain an Ohio permit prior
to movement.

(C) Cattle from a brucellosis certified free herd or class free state or

area/zone are not required to be brucellosis tested.

901:1-18-07 Goats.
(A) Goats moved within Ohio for exhibition:
(1) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms
or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease.
(2) All sexually intact animals and any wether eighteen months of
age and older must be identified with an official identification as
defined in rule 901:1-13-04 of the Ohio Administrative Code.
(B) Goats imported into Ohio for exhibition:
(1) Must be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the
exhibition;
(2) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms
or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease; and
(3) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to the following
statement on the certificate of veterinary inspection “the goats in
this shipment are not known to be under any movement
restrictions because of scrapie.”
(4) Originate from a tuberculosis accredited free herd as defined
in rule 901:1-18-02 (G) of the Administrative Code for bovine
tuberculosis eradication; or
(5) Originate from a bovine accredited free state or zone, or a
bovine modified accredited advanced state or zone; or
(6) Originate from a bovine modified accredited state or zone
must comply with rule 901:1-17-06 of the Administrative Code.
(C) If originate from a bovine accreditation preparatory or a bovine
non-accredited state or zone are prohibited from exhibition.
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901:1-18-08 Horses, mules and ponies.

(A) Horses, mules and ponies moved within Ohio for exhibition:
(1) If not under quarantine and if they are free of any signs of a
contagious or infectious disease; and
(2) If the animal is twelve months of age or older, the exhibition
manager may require that the animal has been tested and
classed negative to an official test for equine infectious anemia
within twelve months of the opening
date of the exhibition.

(B) Horses, mules and ponies imported into Ohio for exhibition:
(1) Shall be accompanied by an official certificate of veterinary
inspection issued within thirty days of the opening date of the
exhibition or obtain a permit for
extended time granted by the chief of the division of animal
industry as authorized in paragraph (C) of rule 901:1-17-01 of the
Administrative Code; and
(2) If the animal is twelve months of age or older, it shall be
accompanied by evidence the animal was negative to an official
test for equine infectious anemia within twelve months of the
opening date of the exhibition; and
(3) Upon request by an authorized representative of the Ohio
department of agriculture, the person responsible for each
animal must make available a chronological list of dates, places
and events attended by this animal within thirty days prior to
entry into Ohio.

901:1-18-09 Sheep.

(A) Sheep moved within Ohio for exhibition:
(1) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms
or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease.
(2) All sexually intact animals and any wether eighteen months of
age and older must be identified with an official identification as
defined in rule 901:1-13-04 of the Ohio Administrative Code.

(B) Sheep imported into Ohio for exhibition:
(1) Must be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the
exhibition; and
(2) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symptoms
or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease; and
(3) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to the following
statement written on the certificate of veterinary inspection the
sheep in this shipment are not known to be under any movement
restrictions because of scrapie.

901:1-18-10 Swine.
(A) Swine moved within Ohio for exhibition:
(1) At a terminal show must:

(a) Show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or
contagious disease; and
(b) Originate from a county which sixty days prior to the
exhibition opening date had no pseudorabies quarantined
herds; and
(c) Have no breeding swine present and all swine removed
are delivered for immediate slaughter or to a licensed
livestock facility.
(d) Notwithstanding any other provisions of these rules, the
manager or sponsor of the exhibition may, prior to
permitting the exhibition of any porcine animal at a
terminal show require proof, for example a VS form 433,
animal disease diagnostic laboratory submission form, or a
certificate of veterinary inspection, the animal has been
tested and classed "negative" to an official test for
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pseudorabies within forty-five days immediately preceding
the opening date of the exhibition.
(2) At all other shows, must be accompanied by a certificate of
veterinary inspection issued within forty-five days preceding the
exhibition opening date; and Must be negative to an official
pseudorabies test within forty-five days of the exhibition opening
date unless:
(a) They originate immediately and directly from a
pseudorabies qualified herd; or
(b) Are suckling pigs accompanying a negative dam; or
(c) They originate from a pseudorabies vaccinated herd and
meet the following conditions:
(i) The herd has had a negative monitored test within
twelve months, and
(ii) The swine presented for show are negative to a
pseudorabies differential test; or
(3) Will be exempt from the requirement of a certificate of
veterinary inspection if they originate immediately and directly
from a stage V area and show no symptoms or evidence of an
infectious or contagious disease.
(4) Are exempted by a written permit issued by the department.
(B) Swine imported into Ohio for exhibition:
(1) Must be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the exhibition opening date;
and
(2) Be negative to an official pseudorabies test within thirty days
of the exhibition opening date unless:
(a) They originate immediately and directly from a stage V
area or from an area or country recognized by United
States department of agriculture, animal plant health
inspection service, veterinary services as pseudorabies free;
or
(b) They originate immediately and directly from a
pseudorabies qualified herd and have not been previously
exhibited this show season; or
(c) Are exempted by a written permit issued by the
department.
(C) Swine moved within or imported into Ohio for racing shall:
(1) Be separated at all times from any other swine on the
exhibition grounds by the greatest distance reasonably possible;
and
(2) Be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the
exhibition; and
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(3) Be negative to an official pseudorabies test within thirty days
of the exhibition opening date unless:
(a) They originate immediately and directly from a stage V
area or from an area or country recognized by United
States department of agriculture, animal plant health
inspection service, veterinary services as pseudorabies free;
or
(b) They originate immediately and directly from a
pseudorabies qualified herd and have not been previously
exhibited this show season;
(c) Are exempt by written permit issued by the department.
(4) Be exempt from the immediate slaughter requirement of
paragraph (A)(c) of this rule.

901:1-18-11 Llama.

(A) Llama moved within Ohio for exhibition when presented for

exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or

contagious disease.

(B) Llama imported into Ohio for exhibition:
(1) Must be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection
issued within thirty days preceding the exhibition opening date.
(2) When presented for exhibition must show no symptoms or
evidence of contagious disease.

EDUCATIONAL VALUES AND STANDARDS OF PRACTICE
IN LIVESTOCK EXHIBITIONS

The Educational Values and Standards of Practice in Livestock
Exhibition Rules are still a part of the overall rules of the Van Wert
County Agricultural Society, and even though they are not in this book,
they are enforced. A copy of these rules may be obtained by contacting
the Van Wert County Fair Office, where the rules are maintained.
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GENERAL RULES

ADMISSION

1) The schedule of admission prices for the Van Wert County Fair is
as follows:
a) Individual Membership Certificate, pre-fair only - $18.00
b) Individual Season Ticket, pre-fair only - $18.00
c) Individual Gate Admission - $6.00
d) Youth Ticket (ages 9-15) - $3.00 If with parents who
have Membership or Season Ticket, or pay General
Admission of $6.00

PLEASE
NOTE:

Season Tickets & Membership Certificates will NOT be
sold after 4:00pm, Wednesday, August 31, 2011

2) Individual Membership Certificate - $18.00. This certificate is not
transferable and will permit the person whose name appears on it
admission to the annual county fair. The membership certificate
grants to the holder thereof the right to vote, if a resident of Van
Wert County, the privilege of taking a conveyance upon the
grounds, and of exhibiting articles or animals for premiums.
Membership certificates will not be sold after the fair begins.
Membership certificates can be purchased only at the Van Wert
County Fair Office throughout the year.

3) Non-voting Season Ticket - $18.00. This ticket is not transferable
and will permit the person whose name appears on it admission to
the fair. This ticket may be purchased at various businesses
throughout the county from Monday, July 11 until the fair begins.
Season Tickets will not be sold after the fair begins.

4) A Season Ticket CANNOT be exchanged for a Membership
Certificate.

5) Any person 9 (nine) years of age and older entering the
fairgrounds is required to either have a membership certificate,
season ticket, youth ticket, or pay single visit gate admission. This
applies to exhibitors as well as the general public.

6) The Van Wert County Agricultural Society will not be responsible
for loss of ticket by theft, loss, or damage. Replacement tickets are
NOT issued free of charge.

7) Any person 8 (eight) years of age & younger will be admitted free
to the grounds. Military personnel in uniform will be admitted free
to the grounds. Senior Citizens & Veterans will be admitted free to
the grounds on designated days.

8) Any person known to admit others on his or her ticket, or allow
others to use it shall be reported to the Society and deprived of one
hereafter.

9) No refund will be issued on race events after four (4) races have
been completed and beyond one-half hour after the start of any
other Grandstand event. Tickets stating NO REFUND are exempt

from this rule.

2) Any person wishing to exhibit at the Van Wert County Fair must
purchase a membership certificate, unless otherwise specified in
individual department rules. If membership certificate not
purchased, daily outside gate admission is charged. Entry in any of
the following shows does not require a membership certificate, but
daily outside gate admission will be charged:

Van Wert County Young Rider 4-H Open Show

Ryan Trentman Memorial Open Swine Show

3) Premiums are offered for the best animals in the different classes
in order to demonstrate the benefit of good breeding and care.
Patrons of the fair expect to see exhibits of the highest order.
Therefore, animals on exhibition, should be not necessarily fat, but
in healthy, thrifty form and well groomed. Animals without quality
and/or showing neglect will receive no premium.

4) Persons intending to exhibit registered animals will be required
to furnish a pedigree and certificate of transfer, or certificate of
registry, properly signed, of the animal exhibited, in order that they
may be examined by the Director in Charge and Expert Judge
before awards are made.

5) All livestock on exhibit will be the responsibility of the exhibitor.

6) Any person who reserves horse stalls and occupy same and fails
to make entries and to show the horse in class will be charged
$2.50 per stall per day, unless

excused by the member in charge on account of the animal being
sick. Stall rental at $2.50 per stall per day to start on Tuesday,
previous to the fair, through the last day of the fair.

7) Only First Prize winner in class is eligible to show for Champion.
Entries for Champion or Reserve Champion need not be made at
the Fair office.
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8) On Livestock classes where three or more premiums are offered,
no exhibitor can make more than two (2) entries nor can more than
two (2) entries be made from the same herd or flock in any such
class, with the exception of dairy goats. See rules in Dairy Goat
Department. All other classes are limited to one (1) entry per
exhibitor.

9) No animals or articles on exhibition shall be removed, at any time
during the fair without consent of the Director in charge. If it
becomes known that removal has been made without consent, no
premiums will be given on such removed animals or articles.

10) Junior Fair exhibitors may enter the Senior Fair Classes, but
must conform to the open class rules, pay stall rent or pen rental
whether animal is kept in Junior Fair or Senior Fair pens or stalls.
Exhibitors must have a membership certificate before making
Senior Fair entries.

11) It is the duty of each member in charge of a department to keep
an accurate itemized statement of all allowances to helpers and to
file this statement with the Secretary at the close of the fair.

12) All department premiums will be available at the Treasurer's
Office east of the grandstand after judging is completed, and
paperwork has been returned to the Fair Office and processed,
unless otherwise specified in individual department rules. Note:
Photo ID may be required to collect premium. All individuals’
premiums remaining unclaimed at the end of the Van Wert County
Fair have until September 15 to claim the prize money or after that
date the money will be considered a donation to the fair.
Premiums will NOT be available in the Fair Office for pick-up in
person, during the fair.

13) The judge or judges’ decision(s) are always final.

14) The Board of Directors of this Society shall reserve the right to
reject or accept any or all entries or exhibitors if it is deemed
necessary for the benefit of the Van Wert County Agricultural
Society. Entries are exhibited at the discretion of the Van Wert
County Agricultural Society, which reserves the right to disqualify
any entry not conforming to any rule.

1) The Van Wert County Agricultural Society urges merchants,
agents, and factories dealing in farm implements, farm tractors,
and other heavy farm machinery to make an exhibit at the fair. Van
Wert County is the garden spot of Northwest Ohio, and our farmers
are always alert and interested in the latest and most practical
laborsaving machinery.

2) No premiums are offered in the Farm Machinery Department,
but the fair encourages the exhibition of such to the fullest extent
possible for the benefit not only of the manufacturers and agents,
but farmers who delight in studying the merits of the different
kinds of farm machinery.

3) Farm Machinery Entries close Friday, August 12, 2011 at 6:00pm.

CONCESSIONS & PRIVILEGES

1) Concessionaires are bound by the terms of the contracts they
sign at the time of securing concessions. In addition, they are liable
to strict supervision by the management. The right is reserved to
promulgate and enforce whatever rules appear necessary for the
regulation of concessions.

2) The abuse of any privilege granted, by extortion, impure or
unwholesome food, sale of dishonest goods, untidy appearance of
booths, or other acts or practices objectionable to the Van Wert
County Agricultural Society will forfeit all rights and privileges
without recourse.

3) The sale of alcoholic liquors and games of chance are strictly
prohibited. Any person in violation of this rule will be prosecuted to
the full extent of the law.

4) All laws and regulations governing county and independent
Agricultural Societies in the State of Ohio and contained in the
Revised Code of the State of Ohio will be enforced.

5) Autos and trucks entering grounds carrying supplies for use by
stand operators will be charged $10.00 for the week. Delivery
vehicles should vacate the midway section of the fairgrounds by
10:00am.

RESTRICTIONS

1) Dogs are not allowed on the fairgrounds during fair week unless
used as a Seeing Eye dog or a dog entered in a show. Show dogs are
to stay in designated areas.

2) Laser Pointers & Exotic Pets are not permitted on the fairgrounds
at any time.

3) Small motorized vehicles, such as (but not limited to) golf carts,
3-wheelers, 4-wheelers, gators, go-carts, or scooters (non-handicap
type) are not permitted on the fairgrounds without prior
authorization from the Secretary. Wheelchairs and handicap-type
carts are permitted.
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4) Vehicles including cars, trucks, motorcycles, mopeds, or bicycles,
are not allowed in the midway section of the fair while the midway
is operating, without the permission of the Director in charge of
Fairground Security. This does not apply to emergency or fire
vehicles.

5) Advertising materials such as (but not limited to) posters, flyers,
or bumper stickers, may not be placed on poles, fences, buildings,
or vehicles on the fairgrounds, without prior authorization from the
Secretary.

SOLICITORS

1) Solicitors must be courteous and honest in dealing with the
public and are absolutely prohibited from influencing subscriptions
such as the issue of tickets for the future drawing of gifts, or by the
giving away of therewith. All subscription sales must be made
strictly upon the merits of the publication.

2) Solicitors in soliciting subscriptions shall confine their operations
to the space or booth assigned them by the management of the
fair.

3) All soliciting shall be confined to an area not exceeding four (4)
feet from space assigned.

4) Political parties and candidates are welcome at the Van Wert
County Fair, but must adhere to the following rules:
A) No soliciting beyond assigned space.
B) No advertising such as posters, bumper stickers, etc, may
be placed on poles, buildings, or vehicles on fairgrounds.

LOST & FOUND/PUBLIC ADDRESS SYSTEM

1) Lost & found is located at the Sheriff’s Office on the grounds,
near the main gate (Gate #2).

2) Generally, announcements will not be made on the Public
Address System. In the case of an extreme emergency, contact the
Sheriff’s Office on the grounds, near the main gate (Gate #2). PA
announcements will be made at their discretion.

MISCELLANEOUS

1) The Van Wert County Agricultural Society shall not assume
responsibility of any accident, theft, injury, damage, iliness, death,
or any other casualty that may occur on the fairgrounds to any
exhibit, concession, contestant, entry, individual, general public,
vehicle, or property, but shall use to the best of its availability all
resources of safety and protection in order to safeguard the public.

2) The Board of Directors of the Van Wert County Agricultural
Society reserves the right to suspend any rules herein, or take any
action it may deem necessary to protect the best interest of the
fair, fairgrounds, and the public.

3) All laws and regulations governing County and Independent
Agriculture Societies in the State of Ohio and contained in the

revised Code of the State of Ohio will be enforced at the Van Wert
County Fair.

1) Persons wishing to camp during the fair must purchase a
membership certificate or season ticket and a camping permit at
the Fair Office. The Fair Office will also issue a lot assighnment, which
is needed before parking camper or trailer.

2) Camping permits are for campers/trailers only and do not include
a reserved parking spot for vehicles. Campers/trailers must be
parked in the assigned lot and display camping permit in the front
of the camper/trailer.

3) Campers with odd lot numbers in south row of Section H may
pull in after 12 noon on the Saturday prior to the fair. No other
camper/trailer may be placed in its assigned lot prior to 12 Noon
on the Sunday preceding the start of the fair. The schedule for
pulling in campers is subject to change, based on weather and
grounds conditions.

4) Camping lots are 16' wide. Campers/trailers with slide-outs
and/or awnings must not exceed the 16' width.

5) Anyone holding the same lot # for years 2009 & 2010 may
purchase the same lot for 2011 and thereafter.

6) Camping lot assignments for 2010 and 2011 that have a different
name for each year will be reviewed by the Camping Committee. If
one (1) lot is assigned to two (2) different parties, and a simple
solution cannot be reached as to who gets the lot (such as one of
the parties voluntarily forfeiting the lot), the Committee will decide
with a drawing who is awarded the lot. Both parties are to be
present for the drawing.

7) Resale of camping permits is prohibited. Anyone found in
violation will forfeit the camping lot that is in his or her name, and
the Camping Committee will permanently reassign the lot. A one-
time exception to this rule may be made if a person has paid the
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current year lot fee and is unable to use the lot. Such exceptions
will be made at the discretion of the Fair Office, after notification.

8) Anyone wishing to stop camping at the fair will notify the Fair
Office. The Camping Committee will then permanently reassign the
lot.

9) A waiting list, by camping area, is available for anyone who
desires a change in camping lots.

Showmanship
Showmanship is a traditional demonstration of each member’s
ability as a handler of each livestock species. It shows evidence
of familiarity with the member’s animal and also quality of

grooming and fitting.

General Showmanship Rules:
1) If a junior member wins the class, he or she must advance to
the intermediate class the following year, regardless of age; and
intermediate winners would move into the senior class,
regardless of age.
2) Senior division winners may show in the Champion of
Champions division the same and following years. Once a
member has won senior showmanship, the member can only go
to the Champion of Champions. No backward movement.

3) All former Champion of Champion Showmanship winners may
return to show in future Champion of Champion competition
provided all other requirements are met.
4) Members must use their own animals for showmanship

The Junior Fair Livestock Sale is designed to encourage young
people to undertake livestock projects and to reward them for
their efforts. Local businesses and organizations, families and
individuals support the members through purchase of animals
at or over market price. The order of species sold is rotated each
year, with the gallon of milk sold first.

In 2011, the order of sale will be: Milk, Champion Steers (due to
slaughter facility availability), Goats, Steers, Dairy Feeder Calves,
Rabbits, Sheep, Swine, Broilers and Roasters, and Turkeys.

Livestock do not need to meet weight requirements listed for
each species in order to go through Junior Fair Livestock Sale.
They must, however, be within these weight limits to be eligible
for Champion and Reserve Champion. 4-H and FFA under weight
and overweight animals will be given a show grade of B.

Dairy Beef Feeder: 400-600lbs
Hogs: 220-300lbs
Meat Pen Rabbits: 3-5Ibs each
Single Fryer: 3-5lbs each
Market Goats: 55lbs or higher

Livestock in the Junior Fair Livestock Sale will be sold in dollar
increments above support price. This will allow buyers to know
the immediate amount of money that they are donating to the
livestock exhibitor. The buyer’s bill will be the amount of the bid
if the animal is to be sold back at support price. If the buyer is
keeping the animal to be slaughtered by an approved packer,
the amount owed will be the bid price plus the support price.

A commission of 2.5% is taken from the individual sales for the
maintenance and support of the Junior Fair Board and the
payment of livestock check-off fees.

Livestock exhibitors may only go through the sale ring one (1)
time per species. Exhibitors are allowed two (2) trips maximum
through the sale ring.

Examples:
a) An exhibitor with two (2) sheep will only be allowed to go
through the sale ring one (1) time.

b) An exhibitor with two (2) market lambs and two (2) market
hogs will be allowed two (2) trips through the sale ring, one (1)
trip for lambs, and one (1) trip for hogs.

All champions must go through the sale ring. This will count as
the exhibitor’s trip for that species. If an exhibitor has Grand &
Reserve Champion in the same species, both the Grand &

Reserve Champions will sale. Or, if an exhibitor has Grand &
Reserve Champions in two (2) species, all four (4) will sell.

If seller is unsure at the time of weigh-in whether an animal
will be entered in the sale, the decision to sell must be made
and reported by Monday, September 5, 2011 at 10:00am
to the Junior Fair Office.
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A terminal show is one in which all animals shown must be
slaughtered.

A terminal sale is one in which all animals consigned to sale
must be sold through the auction and slaughtered.

Dairy Feeders sold through the sale must go to the support
buyer. The Van Wert County Junior Fair Sale is a terminal sale.
Animals not sold in the sale, which are a part of terminal show,
will be sold at the support price and loaded on an approved
packer truck. Violators of this rule may be prosecuted.

Participation by dairy exhibitors in the sale of milk will be
counted as once through the ring (this includes any member
receiving proceeds from the dairy sale).

See individual livestock departments as listed in the Junior Fair
Book for more guidelines and restrictions on each species.

Junior Fair Constitution

I. Junior Fair Constitution
A---Organization
1) This organization shall be known as the Van Wert County
Junior Fair Board.
2) The Junior Fair Board exists to promote youth activities
related to the fair, to develop leadership, and to demonstrate
and illustrate the wealth of knowledge and the resource of the
young people of our community. It shall be conducted in
cooperation with the Van Wert County (Senior) Fair Board under
the guidance of the Junior Fair Advisory Committee.
3) The Junior Fair shall consist of youth organizations in Van
Wert County who qualify under the following provisions:
a) Must have parent organization or be affiliated with
county, state, or
national chapter group;
b) Must have a constitution and by-laws, which include
purposes similar to that of the Junior Fair;
c) Must have been organized and active for at least two
years;
d) Must submit a formal application for membership to
the Junior Fair Board along with a copy of the
organization’s constitution, by-laws, and a membership
and advisors list;
e) Must be approved by a committee composed of at
least six (6) Junior Fair Board members and advisors,
and, in turn be approved by Senior Fair; because the
Junior Fair budget falls under the responsibility of the

Senior Board, all applications for membership must
receive approval of the Senior Board before admittance
may be granted.
f) Membership in the Junior Fair shall start in the next
calendar year after application is approved.
g) No Junior Fair organization shall include in its
membership requirements any rule, oath, or pledge
that would be discriminatory to any person otherwise
eligible for Junior Fair membership.
4) There shall be two (2) classes of exhibits on exhibition at the
Junior Fair, Individual and Group. Individual exhibits and awards
shall be limited to those organizations supported whole or part
by public monies as specified by revised code of the General
Assembly of the State of Ohio. (At this time includes 4-H, FFA.)

B---Membership
1) The Junior Fair Board shall be composed of:
Regular members,
Associate members,
Junior Advisors (youth who are no older than 18 years old on
January 1 of that fair year who are collectively referred to as
members), and
Advisors as follows:

a) Regular members are youth who represent member
organizations for one (1) two-year term and have full
voting power. Must be at least a freshman in high
school.
(15) 4-H members
(9) FFA members
(3) Boy Scouts
(2) Girl Scouts
(3) Buckeye Y
(2) Associate
(6) Junior Advisors
New organizations will be allowed two (2) members the first
year. After this time, the number of members may be increased
or decreased by the Junior Fair Board.
b) Associate members are youth who have
parliamentary rights but no voting rights; however,
they may serve on any committee and have
committee-voting powers. They may be added as
necessary.
) Junior Advisors, members whose regular terms have
expired but who choose to remain for up to two (2)
years as resource persons, retain full voting rights and
can be assigned to any committee and may serve
through the year of their 19th birthday.
d) Advisors, with parliamentary rights only, shall consist
of at least the following: the Senior Fair Board
Superintendent, the Ohio State University Extension
Educator or Program Assistant in charge of 4-H, other
Extension personnel as willing to serve, three (3)
members of the county 4-H Advisory Council, all
Agriculture Education instructors, one (1) advisor from
all other participating organizations, and up to three (3)

At-Large Advisors. At-Large advisors must complete an
application form (available from Senior Fair Board
office). The completed application must be returned to
the Senior Fair Board office by November 30 for
consideration as an At-Large Advisor for the following
year. At-Large Advisors will serve up to a three year
term, with terms staggered such that there can be only
one new At-Large Advisor each year. At-Large Advisors
will be appointed by a majority consensus of the
current adult advisors to the Junior Fair Board.
2) Each organization is responsible for selecting its own
representatives to the Junior Fair Board.
3) Members should attend all meetings. Any member missing
three (3) consecutive unexcused meetings may be removed
from the Junior Fair Board. The secretary shall notify the
individual’s parent organization when a fourth meeting is
missed, and a hearing will be held by the Attendance Committee
to determine member’s eligibility. The absences shall then be
presented in front of the Junior Fair Board and they will decide
the repercussions for the member’s absences. If a member has 5
absences, and 3 of 5 are excused, the member becomes inactive
from the Junior Fair Board for the remainder of the year. The
member can then be reinstated in December of the next Junior
Fair Board year. If 3 of the 5 absences are unexcused, the
member will be automatically dismissed and will not be allowed
to return. Members must attend a minimum of six (6) meetings
per year, either committee or general. If less than six (6)
meetings are attended, a fair pass will NOT be issued.

The Consequences:
Inactive members receive no Junior Fair Premiums and will not
be issued a Junior Fair Board Pass. Inactive members may not
attend any meetings for the rest of the Junior Fair calendar year.
Repercussions for failing to appear at the attendance committee
after the 4th absence and if not excused:

* Forfeiture of premiums and passes

* Dismissal from the Junior Fair Board

* Other penalties at the discretion of the Junior Fair

Board
4) Junior Fair Board members should, at all times conduct
themselves properly and exhibit a positive mental attitude
towards the Junior Fair or be removed from the Junior Fair
Board.

C---Meetings
1) A reorganization meeting shall be held each December and
regular meetings will be held as needed. At the reorganization
meeting the members going off the Junior Fair Board shall be
able to nominate candidates for officers, but cannot vote.
2) All meeting shall be conducted according to parliamentary
procedure.
3) Quorum: The members present at a regular or special
meeting of which due notice has been given by publication or by
letter shall constitute a quorum for transacting business,
provided the number is not less than eight (8) and representing
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at least two (2) member organizations or Junior Fair
departments.

D---Officers
1) Junior Fair Board officers shall be President, Vice President,
Secretary, and Treasurer. Terms are one (1) year, with offices
elected by ballot at the December meeting.
2) Duties of the President: Preside at the session of the board,
seeing organizational rules are enforced.
Duties of Vice President: Assume the duties and responsibilities
of the President during his/her absence. Oversee the proper
functioning of all committees.
Duties of the Secretary: Record all business transacted by the
board and notify members of all meetings. The minutes of all
meetings shall be kept on file in the Senior Fair Board office and
made available to members.
Duties of Treasurer: Record all receipts and disbursements of
money in Junior Fair Board accounts. The books shall be audited
prior to the turning over of the books to the new treasurer.
3) All officers’ terms begin at their election.

E---Executive Committee
1) The officers and advisors shall constitute the Executive
Committee; a group empowered to transact board business of
an emergency, discretionary, or other assigned nature.
Chairpersons of committees are welcome to present relevant
information at any executive committee session.

F---Amendment Policy
1) This Constitution may be altered or amended at any regular
meeting of the Board when due notice of such alteration or
amendment shall have been given at a regular meeting
procedures

Il. General

1) Junior Fair participant may not exhibit in the same project
area through different youth organizations or in more than one
(1) Junior Fair with the exception of the Ohio State Fair.

2) Members hold primary responsibility for their own projects.
3) Adult participation in project work should be limited to
guiding and teaching.

4) Junior Fair participants must successfully meet all
requirements of their youth organization before being eligible to
exhibit in the Junior Fair.

5) The Junior Fair Board and its representatives maintain the
right to use any reasonable means to investigate any allegation,
formal or informal, part of or pertaining to Junior Fair matters.
6) Exhibits are released only upon permission of Senior and
Junior Fair Department Superintendents.

7) All Junior Fair livestock entry forms (including Cloverbud
participants) must filed in the Extension Office by the
established deadline or face a $10 per business day fee, up to a
maximum of $100 for each species per member. After ten (10)
days, the Junior Fair Board reserves the right to refuse late
entries. Deadline: August 1, 2011.
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lll. Eligibility
1) The Junior Fair is open to all boys and girls, no older than 18,
(as of January 1 of the year) regardless of race, creed, national
origin, and who are bona fide current members of a Van Wert
County youth organization that meets the requirements of that
organization and of the above constitution.
a) Only members who have reached 8 years and 3rd
grade by January 1 are eligible to exhibit in
competitive events. Younger members (ie: 4-H
Cloverbuds) may enter noncompetitive exhibitions
only, separate from the competitive classes.
2) Members’ entries must fit into the divisions allowed for their
organizations by the Junior Fair. 4-H members may exhibit in the
4-H project classes; 4-H & FFA members may exhibit in the
livestock classes, other specific project eligibility are listed by
departments.
3) No entry fee will be charged in the Junior Fair.

IV. Admission

1) A $5.00 admission ticket to enter the fairgrounds must be
purchased by all individual Junior Fair exhibitors, providing they
are 9 years of age or older. This ticket is good for the entire fair
week.

2) Overnight passes will be issued to those members having
livestock on exhibit upon request before the fair. All members
who stay overnight must set up sleeping quarters in areas so
designated by the Senior Fair Board. Curfew hours are from
12:00 midnight until 6:00am. Any member who has his pass
picked up by an officer on the fairgrounds is declared a violator
and shall have overnight privileges revoked. Non-livestock
exhibitors’ curfew hours in livestock areas are 11:30pm until
6:30am unless under direct parental supervision.

3) Junior Fair exhibitors may show in respective open classes on
membership tickets purchased by parent. Livestock department
exhibitors are subject to pay stall rent, with the animals housed
in the junior livestock quarters, or quarters designated by the
Senior Fair Board during the fair in order to be eligible for
premiums.

V. Code of Ethics

1) Participation in Junior Fair is a privilege. All Junior Fair rules
must be followed.

2) Junior Fair members are expected to be cooperative to all
Junior and Senior Fair officials, volunteers, parents, and
members of the public.

3) Practice good sportsmanship in all fair events or activities.
4) Junior Fair members should strive for quality in all exhibits.
(Livestock exhibitors refer to policy statement on care of
animals in the livestock section.)

5) Parental help or other adult assistance should be limited to
guiding and teaching, while not doing the actual work.

6) Dress for any Junior Fair event or activity should be neat and
appropriate.
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VI. Responsibility & Authority

1) The County Fair is an event sponsored by the County
Agricultural Society (Senior Fair Board) in order to promote
progress in community-wide interests of agriculture, education,
arts, and sciences, and to improve the standard of living
throughout the county.

2) The Junior Fair is a consortium of youth organizations run
cooperatively under the sanction of the Agricultural Society for
the purpose of showcasing educational youth programs
throughout the county. The Junior Fair Board utilizes authority
vested in it by the Senior Fair Board and the cooperating youth
organizations to regulate Junior Fair events and activities. In so
doing, the Junior Fair Board sets parameters for overall inclusion
in Fair activities without restricting the ability of individual youth
organizations to formulate their own policies for membership.
3) The 4-H program is a major component of the youth
development program area of Ohio State University Extension,
an outreach educational organization aimed at meeting the
needs of county citizenry. All rules pertaining to 4H program
policies come under the jurisdiction of the Extension Agent in
charge of the 4-H program.

4) The FFA is an educational program run through the public
schools resourced by the Ohio Department of Vocational
Education. All rules pertaining to FFA policies come under the
jurisdiction of the FFA advisors, respectively.

5) Other youth organizations, such as Scouts, etc. are recognized
as self-sufficient entities responsible for their own policies and
regulations.

6) The rules listed in the Junior Fair handbook and minutes are
derived from this cooperative authority of the Senior Fair Board,
the Junior Fair Board, and youth organizations involved.
Enforcement of such may be handled by any Junior Fair official,
including Junior Fair Board advisors, members, and Senior Fair
Board members.

7) Junior Fair rules will be enforced, suspended, or added to
upon action by the Junior Fair Executive Committee with the
approval of Junior Fair Board advisors and Senior Fair Board
members, for best interests of the Junior Fair.

VII. Penalties

1) No person shall be allowed to exhibit in the Van Wert County
Junior Fair, who has been banned for disciplinary or other
similar reason from other county, independent, or state fairs for
a period commensurate with the ban.

2) Exhibitors must abide by the rules of the Junior and Senior
Fair or will be asked to leave the grounds, forfeit any premiums
or awards, and will be subject to further sanctions appropriate
to the offending actions.

3) Tampering and/or misrepresentation as to breeding, age,
ownership and other irregularity in showing will be considered
fraud and deception. Any premiums, trophies, awards or sale
money won by such exhibitor will be withheld.

4) Any animal being fitted in an unethical manner, or otherwise
tampered with, shall be disqualified from fair exhibition along
with any exhibitor involved.
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5) Should fraud or deception and proof or wrongdoing be
discovered after the animal has been shown and prior to the
sale, such animal shall not be permitted to sell. The animals
placing next in line at the show shall not move up, unless a line
of succession was named at the original show (ie: a third, fourth,
etc, was chosen). Should violation be discovered after the sale,
all sale money shall be returned to the buyer, all premiums and
trophies will be forfeited, and the animals placing next in line
shall not move up.

6) Any person guilty of using illegal substances on an animal or
failing to follow the rules of the Van Wert County Senior &
Junior Fair Premium Book shall be banned from exhibiting at the
Van Wert County Fair for a minimum of fifteen (15) years. The
right to an annual review shall be provided after the fifteen-year
period.

7) Any other immediate family member (father, mother, or
sibling) will be barred from exhibiting at the Van Wert County
Fair for a period of five (5) years. The right to an annual review
shall be provided after the five-year period. Any person found
guilty of a felony offense resulting from animal tampering or
cheating in connection with the showing of an animal in the
State of Ohio shall be barred from showing at the Van Wert
County Fair for life.

VIII. Protest Policy

1) Any protests against a policy and/or rule interpretation must
be made in writing to the Junior Fair Board and remitted to the
Junior Fair secretary. A fee of $30.00 must accompany the
written request, which will be deposited in the Junior Fair Board
general fund.

2) Junior Fair officials may, on their own professional judgment,
investigate any situation that so merits.

IX. Premiums

1) Premium money is paid by the Senior Fair Board for
exhibition of project work. The premium disbursed is based
upon amounts set for each category or department on an
individual or group basis.

2) Premiums will be paid in accordance with the premium list
set up for each department, subject to prorating, if funds are
not sufficient.

3) 4-H Cloverbud (K-2nd grade) members are eligible for
livestock participation premiums only if there is a special non-
competitive Cloverbud show in that species.

4) Premiums for projects other than livestock are usually
available on the second full day of the fair. Livestock premiums
will usually be available by 3:00pm on the day following the
species’ show and may be picked up at the Treasurer’s Office
located east of the grandstand.

5)No fair premium will be paid for market livestock/meat pens.
6) Youth must show 4-H ID, FFA ID, Valid Driver’s License, or be
accompanied by parent or guardian to receive premium.

7) Premiums not picked up during the fair will be held for a
maximum of thirty (30) days. After 30 days, the Fair Board may
choose to cancel the premium.
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X. Livestock

A. Ownership

1) All animals exhibited must be completely and fully owned (as
evidenced by bill of sale or registration papers) including all
showing rights, and in complete possession and continual care
of the exhibitor on and after June 1 (or see related dates under
section H-Identification.). Exceptions to this deadline are given
for the following classes:

Steer (effective date of ownership is January 1 of current year)
Beef (not dairy) feeder calf (effective date of ownership is 25
days before the start of the fair)

Market rabbits (effective date of ownership is 45 days before
the start of the fair)

Breeding rabbits (effective date of ownership is June 1)

Horse (which may be leased, but cared for by exhibitor) with
documentation of markings and lease papers on file in the OSU
Extension office by June 1

Farrow to finish swine (effective date of ownership is April 1). All
other market hogs are June 1.

2) All poultry broilers and turkeys must be raised by the
exhibitor from chicks.

3) If a Junior Fair exhibitor is unable to show any of his exhibits
due to conflicts in judging schedules, or unavoidable absence,
that exhibit may be shown by another Van Wert County Junior
Fair exhibitor only.

4) In no department can the same animals be shown both as
market and breeding stock.

5) In case of a dead or sick livestock project animal, the youth
must display at the Fair a poster or educational display to
receive their premium and inform advisor or OSU Extension
office of intent.

B. Dress Code

1) The following list of clothing items are prohibited from being
worn during ALL Junior Fair shows and during the Junior Fair
Livestock Sale:

Low-cut Shirts

Sh
orts Tank Tops
sweatpants Halter Tops
Capri Pants P

Shirts with inappropriate

A ts with hol
ny pants wi oles words, symbols, or logos

2) NICE jeans may be worn.

3) Closed-toed shoes must be worn.

4) Shirts must be tucked in and non-revealing.

5) A shirt will be provided to anyone deemed in violation of
dress code.

6) Show secretary will make reminder announcement at the
start of each show.

7) If dress code is then violated, premiums will be forfeited.

C. Health Regulations
1) Health regulations for Junior Fair shall conform to open class
regulations.
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2) No health papers are required for any animal unless they
were purchased or shown out-of-state. All Junior Fair
participants with livestock will be checked in at the barn for
proper certification in Quality Assurance Training and for Drug
Use Notification Forms (DUNF).

3) All animals must be drug-residue free by the FIRST day of the
fair.

4) If an animal needs treatment after arriving at the fairgrounds,
consult the Junior Fair Board for approval.

D. Animal Grooming/Fitting

1) For specific rules on this area, please see
“Tampering/Misrepresentation” and the rulebook area for each
species.

E. Member/Adult Involvement

1) Any parent, guardian, sibling, persons meeting 4-H or FFA age
requirements, Ohio Extension agents, Ohio 4-H advisors, Ohio
FFA instructors and Ohio FFA advisors may assist the exhibitor
with the normal exercising, feeding, grooming, and caring for
the animal while on the fairgrounds, and provide educational
project activities at the fairgrounds, without registering with the
fair board or designee(s).

2) Any person not included in above rule #1 must register with,
and be approved by, the fair board to provide any of the
activities listed above prior to the opening of the Van Wert
County Fair.

3) The fair board or designee(s) shall determine registration
procedures and approval requirements.

4) Any exhibitor violating this registration requirement shall be
disqualified from showing livestock or poultry at the fair.

5) All exhibitors must be present, directly involved, and actively
participating during any grooming of their animal.

6) No person is to coach an exhibitor while the exhibitor is
showing or fitting an animal in the show ring.

F. Terminal Shows/Sales

1) The Van Wert County Junior Fair Livestock sale is terminal; all
sale animals (including hogs, steer, lambs, poultry, rabbits, &
market goats) must go directly to the Junior Fair sale packer, or
an approved state or USDA slaughterhouse, selected by the
Senior Fair Board. The Dairy Feeders will go to the support buyer
& not be slaughtered. If an animal goes through the sale, it may
not go home, but must go to a Junior Fair Board support buyer.
2) All champion and reserve market animals must sell and be
slaughtered at the ODA- or USDA- licensed slaughterhouse
approved by the Senior Fair Board. No exceptions.

3) All animals consigned to sale must be sold through the Junior
Fair auction.

4) Feeders must go to the approved Junior Fair Board Support
Buyer.

G. Live Animal Carcass Examination

1) All project animals will be subject to pre-fair inspection or
testing at any time by appropriate fair or youth program officials
or their representatives. Refusal to allow such inspection will
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disqualify the animal from exhibition and its privileges at any
county and state fairs.

2) The Junior Fair Board and its representatives maintain the
right to inspect and/or detain any animal, or to use any
reasonable means to investigate any allegation, formal or
informal, part of or pertaining to Junior Fair matters.

H. Tampering/Misrepresentation
1) Tampering and/or misrepresentation as to breeding, age,
ownership or other irregularity in showing will be considered
fraud and deception. Any premiums, trophies, awards, or sale
money will be withheld.
2) Unethical fitting shall include, but not be limited to:
a) any injection of gas, solid or liquid under the skin to
alter the normal conformation;
b) any cutting or tearing of the hide or underneath the
hide or removal of tissue in an attempt to alter the
shape of the animal;
c) any attempts to disrupt or change normal dental
development;
d) any attempt to dye or color of the individuals which
alters their natural coloration (neutral/clear coloring
only may be used);
e) any artificial tail heads or polls;
f) any attempts to change the degree of firmness of any
individual animal.

Penalties for unethical practices shall include at least forfeiture
of Junior Fair premiums, awards, and other benefits. Proper
authorities will be notified of any legal infractions.

I. Identification

1) All market livestock exhibited in county Junior Fair shows
must conform to the county animal identification guidelines as
given below. All identification procedures must be completed by
the official county date supervised by Junior Fair officials or their
approved representatives and be owned as listed under section
X.A (Livestock Ownership).

Market Hogs: Ear tagged in member’s name no later than 60
days before county fair. No more than five (5) tagged. Farrowed
& Finished hogs must be noted on the postcard received and
returned by Junior Fair participants prior to the June 1 tagging.
Steer: (Market, Dairy, & Performance) Ear tagged first Saturday
in January at official Junior Fair Board steer weigh-in event. No
more than five (5) tagged.

Dairy Feeders: Ear tagged at official Junior Fair Board weigh-in
event, usually in June. No more than five (5) tagged.

Beef Feeders: no identification.

Market Sheep & Goat: Tattooed, ear tagged at official Junior Fair
Board weigh-in event, usually in June. No more than five (5)
tagged per division.

Market Chickens: Bands distributed at county Fair for sale
purposes.

Market Turkeys: Bands distributed at county Fair for sale
purposes.
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Market Rabbit: Tattooed at official Junior Fair Board tattoo
event, usually in August. No more than six (6).

Breeding Animals: Papered and identified, if required by show
rules.

Dairy Animals: Papered (registered); Permanent ear tag (non-
registered)

Horses: Identification and lease forms, if applicable, on file at
the OSU Extension Office by June 1.

J. Care/Stall/Housing

1) If improper care is being given to any Junior Fair livestock
after a 24 hour notice has been given to the exhibitor of the
mistreated livestock by a barn superintendent, disciplinary
action will be taken, including: holding of premiums, removing
awards, and loss of sale privileges. If improper care continues or
is found to be severe, suspension from future Junior Fairs will
result.

2) All Junior Fair Livestock exhibitors are required to keep
individual animals and quarters clean at all times and must assist
in the general cleanliness of the barn. Failure to comply with this
rule will result in a penalty of lowering the premium of the
animal involved one (1) letter grade.

3) Straw or feed will NOT be furnished free by the Junior Fair. All
supplies are the responsibility of the exhibitor.

4) All livestock exhibitors are responsible for cleaning their
own pens at the conclusion of the fair. Pens must be clean by
12 Noon on Saturday, September 10, 2011. Exhibitors with
pens not cleaned out by this deadline will be assessed a $15.00
fee per pen. This fee will be deducted from exhibitor’s sale
check. Any violator not receiving a sale check will be billed for
the fee, which must be paid before the exhibitor may
participate in next year’s fair. Stalls do not need cleaned; only
swine, sheep & goat pens. This may be done right after
animals are loaded on the truck. Feed and water must stay
with the animal until it is loaded.

K. Weigh-In

1) Animals will be weighed one (1) time only.

2) All weight limits will be strictly enforced.

3) For an animal to qualify for Best Rate of Gain of any species,
the animal must fall in the specified weight category as stated in
each specie rules.

QUALITY ASSURANCE TRAINING CERTIFICATION / 4-H INTERVIEW JUDGING

Quality Assurance Training Certification

It is mandatory for all Junior Fair exhibitors of livestock projects
to complete Van Wert County Livestock Quality Assurance
Program. Included project areas are: sheep, dairy, beef, swine,
goat, dairy feeders, and poultry projects. DUNF (Drug Use
Notification Forms) are required for all milking or market
animals. This rule per the Livestock Show Reform Act Advisory
Board and the Ohio Department of Agriculture, October, 1998.

Section |

1) All Junior Fair Exhibitors must obtain Quality Assurance
Training by attending one of the Quality Assurance Training
clinics provided by the Junior Fair Board, 4-H Council, or 4-H/FFA
Club with a Certified Trainer.

2) The DUNF form must be turned in at the time animals are
brought to the fair. If exhibitor has not been certified through a
Quiality Assurance Program or has not completed the DUNF,
exhibitor will NOT be allowed to show animals at the Van Wert
County Fair.

3) All animals, except swine, will enter at Gate 4 (Medical Arts
Gate). Swine will enter Gate 5 (SW Gate near the old swimming
pool). Exhibitor must show DUNF form to unload animals.
Rabbits will be checked in at the barns from 1:00-5:00pm on
Thursday, September 1, 2011. DUNF for broilers and roasters
will be collected at weigh-in on Wednesday, August 31, 2011.
Turkey exhibitors need to turn in DUNF during their weigh-

in Thursday Sept 1™ at 10:00 a.m.

4) Health papers are NOT required this year for an animal
species, UNLESS they originated from or were shown at another
livestock show out-of-state.

Section Il

1) These changes have been incorporated to help keep youth
exhibitors aware of the need to have animals drug-free
(exhibition drug reside legal) on the first day of the fair.

2) If an animal becomes sick or lame during the fair, notify the
barn superintendent and appropriate treatment must be
approved.

3) Parents are required to sign the DUNF to certify the animals
are drug-free and residue levels are legal.

4) Promotion of Quality Assurance Training and the use of the
DUNF will be a positive tool for sale of Junior Fair Animals.

5) Use of the DUNF and Quality Assurance education results in
fewer, if any, tamper rule regulations.

4-H Interview Judging

l. Purpose of Interview Judging

a) Interview judging, required of all 4-H projects, enhances the
educational experience, gains the member interviewing skills,
builds self-esteem and provides a leveling effect between
members with or without top animals in livestock projects.

Completed records and 4-H judging interviews are necessary to
be eligible for the show ring or for exhibition at the fair.

Il. Interview Judging Guidelines
a) Livestock interview judging will be held Saturday, August 20,
2011 for Beef, Dairy Feeders, Dairy, Swine, Sheep, Goats,
Poultry, Rabbits, and Horses, along with Crop and Garden
projects. Special Interest, Food & Nutrition, Cloverbud and
Clothing projects will be judged on Wednesday, July 20, 2011.
b) The 4-H final grade on which ribbons and premiums are
based for non-livestock projects will be 100% interview
evaluation. Livestock project final grade will combine interview
of 51% and show ring grade of 49%. County fair premium money
is given for each class.
c) Interview judging of all projects is required for 4-H members;
those not participating will be automatically graded incomplete.
1) No youth will be permitted to exhibit at the county
or state fair as a member of the 4-H program without
participating in interview judging.
2) Interview judging is required for project completion,
regardless if member shows their animal or exhibit at
the fair.
3) Member must interview only once for each project
regardless of number of animals raised under that
project.
4) Members with more than 1 project may also
complete with a multiple species judge.
d) Interview will consist of questions on project book
knowledge, records (feeding, breeding, vet, etc) and general 4-H
knowledge. Records must kept in an official 4-H record book or
packet from the Extension Office.
e) Judging Requirements:
1) Member must bring completed project book and
complete, up-to-date project records (ie: feed record,
income, expenses, etc) to livestock interview judging.
Check the current County and Fair Requirement book
for other 4-H project judging requirements.
2) Member must complete all project requirements
appropriate for their years of participation or skill level
as stated in their Member Project Guidelines (MPG).
3) Members who have participated in a project more
than one (1) year should be able to demonstrate
significant advancement in knowledge and skills during
the interview. Lack of progression may result in the
project being graded down.
g) Grading:
1) “A” grades will be awarded to members displaying:
a) Outstanding project knowledge
b) Essentially complete and accurate project books and
records
c) Courtesy, respect, and positive attitude
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2) “B” grades will be awarded to members when portions of
project book are incomplete, but acceptable project knowledge
is shown.
3) “C” grades will be given when large portions of project book
records are incomplete and low levels of project knowledge are
evident.
4) An incomplete grade will be given for youth who:

a) Do not bring the project book or records to

judging

b) Have significantly incomplete/inaccurate project

book, records, or knowledge

c) Display discourtesy, disrespect, or non-

cooperation
5) Outstanding livestock interview awards will be given to a
percentage of members. Honorable mention awards will be
used for non-livestock projects to recognize top projects not
winning trophy awards.
6) Consideration in judging will be given for member’s age,
number of years in the same project or project area, and
handicap or learning disability.
7) The 4-H grade will not affect the fair show placing.
8) Members who do not take part in regular or alternate
judging due to “Uncontrollable Circumstances”, such as illness
or other serious matter, must inform the OSU Extension Office
within seven (7) days of the regular judging date. Decisions
regarding any possible later project evaluation will be made by
the 4-H Council Executive Committee.

While 4-H has its roots in
rural life, the majority of its members are now non-rural. To be
eligible as a 4-H member, you must be age 8 and in the third
grade on January 1 of the current year.

3) The 4-H projects listed on the following pages are one
method of achieving the 4-H educational experience. 4-H’ers
exhibit these to show their pride and accomplishment in
“learning by doing.” The exhibits themselves are just a symbol
of the time and effort that each member puts into his/her club
through projects, community service, and leadership activities.
4) To be a member in good standing and for fair exhibition
privileges, a 4-H member must attend at least 50% of their
club’s meetings. Failure to comply with this rule will result in
loss of 4-H privileges. For more information see 4-H member
guidelines in 4-H Project and Fair Requirement Book.

3) Have a negative test for pullorum/fowl! typhiod disease,
within thirty days prior to entry and be accompanied by flock
test records that show they meet the requirements of this
paragraph.

4) Be tested for pullorum/fowl typhoid upon arrival at the Ohio
destination for sale, swap or show.

(VS 9-3) Papers that are over 1 year old are no longer valid and
those birds must be tested again for new papers.

Turkeys from the Coopers bulk order that have their hatch
paperwork (VS 9-3 Form) are okay unless they have been mixed
with other birds that haven't been tested.

Turkeys that have not been tested must have blood drawn in
order for pullorum testing. This testing is only offered through a
vet and must be completed BEFORE check in for the fair.
